Dear Parent, 

 

The law requires all students be adequately immunized against diphtheria, polio, 

rubeola (measles), rubella (German measles), mumps and varicella in order to attend 

school. 

Pre-school thru 8th grades are required to receive the Hepatitis B vaccine. 

Pre-schoolers are also required to receive the Hib vaccine & PCV (pneumococcal) vaccine. 

The law requires the school to maintain a record of all immunizations of each child 

enrolled. 

 

The law further states that the parent or guardian must furnish to the school the dates of 

all immunizations since birth.
