The Missouri Department of Health and Human Services revised the regulations pertaining to immunization 
requirements for school attendance.  All incoming Kindergartners starting school in the fall of 2012 are required 
to obtain a second dose of varicella.  Rising (7th going into 8th) Eighth graders will be required to have an 
additional Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria and pertussis) vaccine booster.  Documentation must be kept in the 
students' permanent school record. Please call the school office if you have any questions regarding the new 
immunization requirement.
